The Prime Minister of Malaysia The
Honourable Dato’ Sri Mohd Najib bin Tun
Abdul Razak delivered a keynote address at
the 10™ Shangri-La Dialogue on 3% June 2011
in Singapore. The event was organized by the
International Institute of Strategic Studies

and security among member countries in
the Asia Pacific region and Europe. Dato’ Sri
Mohd Najib who is also the Patron of MiDAS
had attended the Shangri-La dialogue for six
times as Defence Minister and this is his first
since he took office as the Prime Minister.

International Institute of Strategic Studies (I1SS) had invited
Dato' Seri Dr Ahmad Zahid Hamidi to the Dialogue as a speaker for the 5" Plenary Session, which
specifically discussed matters with regards to ‘Responding to New Maritime Threats'.

Dato' Seri Dr. Ahmad Zahid Hamidi stated in his speech that there is a need for comprehensive
efforts to ensure maritime security in the South East Asia and other regions. Engaging in bilateral
and multilateral regional cooperation between countries has enabled the enhancement of
maritime security within the region.

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MAF INVOLVEMENT

IN NATIONAL BLUE OCEAN STRATEGY INITIATIVES :
AN OVERVIEW

Latelyy, the country witnessed the
involvement of MAF in national development
activities through National Blue Ocean Strategy
(NBOS) introduced by Prime Minister of
Malaysia, YAB Dato’ Sri Mohd Najib bin Tun
Abdul Razak. To date, MAF has been involved
in various initiatives and among them are the
Military taking over border patrol, Community
Rehabilitation Programmes (CRP), training
facilities, joint patrol, ex-military personnel
joining the Royal Malaysian Police (RMP) and
provision of basic rural infrastructure.

One of the challenges faced by the RMP in
fighting crimes is insufficient police personnel.
MAF have assisted RMP by taking over border
patrol functions such as OP Wawasan and
OP Nyah 1 from General Operation Force
(GOF). After the military took over the border
patrol from GOF on 15" Nov 2011, a total of
8140 GOF personnel were relieved from doing
border patrol and immediately redeployed for
crime prevention tasks in urban areas.

The CRP is a coordinated effort between the
Prison Department and the MAF under NBOS2.
The aim of CRP is to establish Community
Rehabilitation Centres (CRC) in the Army Camps
and develop programme that can effectively
turn the inmates into useful citizen before they
leave the centre. Through this programme,
CRCs are built in the selected Army camp. The
pilot project involved 5 camps: Mahkota Camp
in Kluang, Sultan Abdul Halim Mua’azam Shah
Camp in Alor Setar, Syed Sirajuddin Camp in

Gemas, Desa Pahlawan Camp in Kota Bharu
and Batu 10 Camp in Kuantan. The first project
involved 1200 inmates. In CRC, the inmates
undergo a unique programme formulated
jointly by Prison Department and the Army
that includes activities such as camp routine
maintenance work, moral, religious and
counselling programmes and the provision
of skills through Vocational Development
Programme.

MAF has

offered training facilities for
police basic training at Army Recruit Training

Centre (PUSASDA) Port Dickson and Naval
Recruit Training Centre (PULAREK) Tanjung
Pengelih. Training in PULAREK began on the
18™ Jan 2011. The first batch of 498 policemen
graduated on the 19" of July 2011. The
strategic collaboration between MAF and
RMP witnessed a grand Passing Out Parade
comprising of 3194 recruits from Army and
RMP which was held on 30" July 2011 at
PUSASDA. The Prime Minister was the guest of
honour for the Passing Out Parade.

Another collaboration between MAF and
RMP, is the crime prevention effort through
joint patrol by Army and RMP personnel in high
crime areas. The pilot project involved several
cities such as Seremban, Port Dickson, Ipoh,
Taiping, Kota Bharu, Georgetown and Kuala
Lumpur International Airport. This effort had
significantly contributed toward the reduction
of national crime rate.

In another strategic collaboration, RMP has
agreed to offer ex-military personnel to join the
police force. The first intake involved 100 ex-
military personnel. Their training began on 18"
January 2011 and completed on 14" May 2011.

Strategic Collaboration between MAF and
RMP received the highest recognition from
the government and was awarded the Prime
Minister’s Innovation Award 2010.

Through NBOS3, MAF and Ministry of
Rural Development and Ministry of Health
are working together to improve basic
infrastructure in rural areas that include
the building and restoration of houses and
provision of water supply. MAF targeted to
restore or built 887 houses before the end
of year 2011. A total of 37 water supply
projects were completed in July 2011 that
benefited 1748 families in Sarawak. MAF
was also involved in upgrading a strech of 76
kilometres of road that connect Long Luping
and Ba’kelalan.

President of MBOSI Mr Pavlo Scheremeta led the delegation and was
received by MiDAS Executive Director Maj Gen Dato’ William R. Stevenson, Director of Operation,
Army Operation and Training Branch, Colonel Abdul Kadir bin Ahmad and MiDAS staff. The visit
began with welcoming remarks by Maj Gen Dato' William followed by a short speech by Mr Pavlo.
